NOTES ABOUT THE DIRECTOR AND CAST 

TOM MANNING (Director)-directing his first Civic Theatre show, 
graduated from the University of Detroit and has done his graduate 
work at the University of Michigan where he is presently working 
on a doctorate in theatre.

ANDI NAVARRO (First Soldier)-a U of Mstudent,has played many 
roles, including Rodolfo in "A View From The Bridge" (in Spanish, 
his native language) while at the University of Havana.
